Curiosità: in volgare è detto Merru, Merru di sciara, Merru 
niuru (PA, ME), Merlu (AG).

Today in Sicily:
Sedentary, breeding, migrant and wintering, common.

At the end of 19th century, P. Doderlein wrote
Status: ‘very abundant.’
Phenology: winter migrant, breeding, in winter it lives at 
low-altitude countryside and mountain forest in large 
numbers.
Fun facts: in vernacular Sicilian it is called Merru (Sic.), 
Merru di sciara, Merru niuru (Castelb., Mess.), Merlu 
(Girg.), Smerru (Caltag.).
